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The universal fuel in cells is ATP. The enzyme that manufactures ATP, called ATP 
synthase, is the most remarkable of all molecular machines. It can use a proton gradient 
to produce ATP, or it can use ATP as fuel to pump protons. In both modes it operates as a 
rotary molecular motor. A mathematical model can explain quantitatively how this 
protein works.
