Elliptic Cohomology

Elliptic cohomology lies at the intersection of several mathematical disciplines, including algebraic
topology, algebraic geometry, number theory, and mathematical physics.

If time permits, I
will describe some of the (still conjectural) connections with physics, via the “topological Witten
genus”.
